With an extremely busy term ahead, all teams were prepared for a competitive netball season.  The weather stayed dry enabling the majority of matches and tournaments to go ahead.  All years within Upper School have had the experience of representing their school within various matches and they have done High March proud.  Medals and Cups have been attained with a high success rate across the term as shown above. The U9 squad has begun to play some outstanding netball and are beginning to gel extremely well as a team and hopes are high for them next year. Their hard work and effort paid off, with them coming third in the Berkhamsted tournament and each being awarded a medal.  U11 As played exceptionally well throughout the Kingsmead High Five tournament winning 5 out of 5 games and bringing victory to High March. 

Here is a run down of tournaments attended this term. 

U10 A Queen Anne’s Invitational Tournament. 

The U11A team played extremely well against some strong opposition, fighting for each ball and defending tightly. First round matches included Maltman’s Green, Cheam and Highfield.  Winning 2 out of 3 games, we secured a place in the 2nd round, facing Yately Manor and St Andrews.  Victory over Yately Manor and a well fought draw against St Andrews left High March finishing 6th place out of a possible 12 teams. 

U11 A Kingsmead Tournament. 

With our U11 squad stronger than ever, we were confident and determined to perform our best throughout the tournament.  Keeping to our word we went out and won our first 3 matches against Chenies, Chalfont St Giles B and Little Chalfont.  Whizzing through to the next round we were faced against Chalfont St Giles A.  With excellent passes along the court by High March, attack and superb shooting accuracy, High March won 9-0. 

The girls were both nervous and excited to have reached the final and after a good team talk they took to the court facing opponents St Joseph’s. A very close game saw both teams take the lead, however our great defence and determination saw High March take the lead by one goal as the final whistle blew. With a final score of 3-2, we were named tournament champions and also obtained medals and a cup to display in the school trophy cabinet.  A fabulous team effort by each and every player!

U10 A+B Maltman’s Green Tournament

A warm Saturday morning saw both the U10 A + B teams playing in the local tournament at Maltman’s Green.  In true style the A team flew through their first 4 matches undefeated.  Facing the hosting team, Maltman's Green, for their final match, preparation was essential.  With a descriptive team talk the girls were motivated and determined to give their opponents a run for their money.  They knew it was going to be a tough game and in High March style the girls gave it their all, stopping Maltman's from scoring goals and attacking superbly down the court.  The final whistle blew with a great result of 1-1.  With both teams having played and won the same amount of games, it all came down to goal difference.  High March missed out by 3 goals but were still awarded a much deserved 2nd place medal.

The U10 B team continued to keep spirits high, winning their first match against St Helens 3-0.  The defending and attacking along the court was not enough to secure success and with difficulty passing the ball into the circle, the following 2 games ended 1-0 to Berkhamsted and 1-0 to Maltman’s Green. The final game against Little Chalfont was extremely close, and with a last minute goal by the opposition, we lost 1-2.   High March finished 4th overall. 

IAPS Regional Tournament

On a very cold and windy day, the U11 A team set out to compete in the IAPS regionals at Kinsgmead Netball Centre. With many games ahead of us it was vital we warmed up in preparation for the competition. Our first game was against St Gabriel’s.   With an outstanding performance from all the girls, High March succeeded in winning 5-2. We were on a roll and continued to demonstrate some exceptional netball skills throughout our next 3 matches, succeeding against Swanbourne House, Belmont and Rowan Prep. 

Up next were Newland House who were the previous winners of the Nationals last year and we knew we had our work cut out.  The girls set out strong, defending well and making many interceptions passing the ball into the circle and scoring several goals.  Newland House fought back strongly in the second half and High March were finding it hard to defend their passes and keep possession, resulting in a loss of 5-3 to Newland House.  We knew we had to win our next match to secure a place in the playoffs and successfully beat Kings St Albans, but lost the final match against Cranford House by 1 goal. We were unsure of our position in the table, but were delighted to hear we had made the playoffs, facing Chigwell in the knock out stage of the tournament. The girls were more determined than ever and went out with a strong attitude to fight for every ball. Goals were scored simultaneously between teams throughout the 6 minute game. As the final whistle blew the score was tied at 6-6. Play was continued on a ‘golden goal’ basis.   As it was Chigwell’s centre it was essential that High March defended tightly and intercepted the ball to gain possession. Chigwell passed the ball directly to their shooter and, with a great attempt to defend, they succeeded in scoring, diminishing our hope of making the Nationals. The girls played extremely well and should be tremendously proud of themselves for qualifying for the playoff stage of the tournament.  I am confident the girls will progress to play some outstanding Netball in their future years. 

Berkhamsted Tournament. 

High March U9 A team made their way to Berkhamsted to participate in their annual Netball tournament, competing against 6 other schools. With great support from our parents the girls to took to the court, motivated and prepared from the games ahead. The first match was against Berkhamsted B.   With strong passes down the court and shooters on good form, High March bagged their first win 7-2. The girls continued to play at a high standard beating Edge Grove 7-0 and St Josephs 10-2. The strongest competition was Beechwood Park who went on to win the tournament. The girls put up a great fight, but unfortunately lost 4-7 due to a few last minute goals from the opposing team. We went on to regain success, beating Chesham Prep 3-1 and with high spirits, faced Berkhamsted A in our last match. The game was extremely even with goals scored either end, however Berkhamsted went on to win scoring a last minute goal leaving the score 3-4 to them.  With excellent team play throughout the afternoon and a much improved tactical approach to the game the girls claimed a much deserved 3rd place bringing home a bronze medal.  

Inter-House Netball
Amidst much cheering and waving of mascots and banners, our inter-house netball tournament was held on the penultimate day of term.   It was a very close finish with Thistle narrowly beating Rose to take first place.   Daffodil House came third with Shamrock in fourth place.   Well done to everyone who participated or supported their house.
SWIMMING FIXTURES
Mrs Sanders writes:

The girls who have been attending swimming squad on a Monday evening have worked extremely hard. Recent time trials have shown that every girl has improved her time in every stroke, some by as much as 10 seconds over 40 metres. Their commitment and dedication has been outstanding – well done to all the girls!  We will be organising a date for any new students or any girls wishing to try out for the squad in the summer term.

We have competed in several galas.  In October three of the squad competed in the Division Primary Individual Championships in Barnet. The girls swam well in all their races competing against the top swimmers from the whole region, with Henrietta Lowen Cooper finishing 4th in the U10 Freestyle, Molly Simmons 17th in both the U11 Individual Medley and Breaststroke and Katie Brown 5th   in the U11 Backstroke and 11th in Butterfly.

Our whole squad competed against Godstowe.  The U8 team won 30.5 to 19.5, U9 lost 23.5 to 26.5, U10 lost 37 to 40 and U11 won 40 to 37 giving an overall victory to High March of 131 to 102.5.  This was a  great result in our first gala.

The U9 – U11 teams competed against Pipers Corner in a lovely gala.  The U9 team lost 24 – 31, U10 won 28 – 21 and U11 won 28 – 27 giving High March a narrow 80 – 79 point victory. 

We hosted our first gala at Davenies.  It was fun, friendly and extremely noisy with excessive cheering from both schools, not to mention the parents!  The points were extremely close until the relays, which gain double points, and the boys managed to win the majority of them and gained maximum points. The final scores were U8 43 – 67, U9 36 – 74, U10 58 – 86 and a win for the U11 girls with 79 – 64. A very good win overall for the Davenies boys.

The term finished well with some very good results at the IAPS swimming Championships at Berkhamsted.  This gala was a qualifying round to select teams and individuals for the National Championships in May.  Katie Brown has qualified for 50m Backstroke and Henrietta Lowen Cooper for 50m Freestyle.  Molly Simmons narrowly missed out by 0.34 of a second in the U11 freestyle.  All the girls swam very well and recorded good times.  The relay teams looked very strong but missed out by a few seconds.

The Bucks Schools Swimming Association District Gala at Maltman’s Green again saw some great racing from our U10 and U11 team.  They performed well in both the freestyle and medley relays. Sophie Edwards finished third overall in the U10 Breaststroke, Ezara Hillier won the U10 25m Butterfly, Katie Brown the U11 Backstroke and Henrietta Lowen Cooper came a very close second in the U10 Freestyle.  We are still waiting to hear of any selections made for the County Teams from this gala.

A few of our pupils swim for clubs out of school and many congratulations to Henrietta Lowen Cooper in form 5K who has qualified to swim the 50 meters freestyle at the Berkshire and South Buckinghamshire County Championships.

Easter Drawing and Painting Competition
